“The National Human Papillomavirus (HPV) Vaccinat®rogram will be conducted in all NSW high schomler a two-year
period commencing in April 2007.

Human papillomavirus (HPV) is the name given to a gup of viruses that cause cervical cancers and gigal warts. HPV
infection is usually transmitted through contact wth infected skin or mucosal surfaces, primarily thiough sexual contact.

The vaccine used in the program protects againstp@vticular types of HPV, which are responsible dausing up to 70to8(
percent of cervical cancers (cancer of the cefmiustralia.

In 2008, female students in years 7, 8, 9 and lbwioffered the vaccine.

A Record of Vaccination will be provided to each stdent vaccinated at the clinic. Parents/guardianshould ensure that
this record is kept for future reference and shouldnot assume that their daughter has been vaccinatefl they do not
receive this Record of Vaccination.”
