Alison Johnstone, the Regional 
Aboriginal Education 
Consultant spoke to students 
about the meaning and 
importance of Reconciliation 
Week. We thank Alison for her 
time and for her thoughtful and 
reflective talk. 
 
Senior Study Centre 
During the first half of this term, 
there has been considerable 
discussion about the plan to 
convert the 8th period for Year 
12 students into supervised 
study time on Wednesdays. Year 
12 parents had the opportunity 
to comment on the proposal 
before it went ahead and 
discussions were also held with 
most students in Year 12. After 
weighing up all the issues raised 
and taking into consideration a 
straight vote by Year 12 
students, the decision was made 
to go ahead and set up the senior 

study centre for Year 11 & 12 
students in the school library on 
Wednesdays.  
 
A policy has been developed on 
how the centre will run and the 
key issue is that the work that is 
done in the library on Wednesdays 
must be student-directed. That is, 
it is up to students to decide what 
they will spend their time on in the 
study centre on Wednesdays. Staff 
will be there to provide support 
and assistance in relation to 
specific subject issues, in relation 
to study skills and with general 
literacy and numeracy skills. With 
the periods saved from removing 
the 8th period we have enough staff 
to also timetable the Head 
Teachers in English and Maths on 
days other than Wednesdays for 
students to access for assistance. 
These periods have been included 
in the timetable for students. 
 
We ask parents to encourage their 
children in Years 11 & 12 to use 
this supervised study time on 
Wednesdays. This is a wonderful 
opportunity for students to be able 
to engage in sustained and focused 
study with teachers on hand to 
help and support them. 
 
UBS Finance Academy 
Congratulations to Sophie Alpen 
who has been invited to attend the 
UBS Finance Academy which will 
be run at Macquarie University 
from 7 – 11 July this year. Sophie 
had to make application to gain her 
place and it will be a fabulous 
opportunity for her to learn about 
leadership and investment 
banking, using a finance sector 
case study.  
 
Staffing 
Ms Leypoldt has resigned and we 
are currently seeking a drama 
teacher to replace her. We have 
managed to cover most of Ms 
Leypoldt’s classes using our 
existing staffing but this has eaten 
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“Towards a Better World” 
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selecting information technology (IT) 
subjects. This is a concern as most 
workplaces in this day and age require 
some information technology skills. 
Girls need to consider IT subjects 
more carefully when selecting 
electives for Years 9 & 10 and in the 
senior school to ensure they have the 
skills required in the world of work.

In the last Wade Way I included a 
section from Celia Lashlie’s book that 
gave advice to mothers about how best 
to support their adolescent sons. I 
believe the extract was a big hit with 
some of our boys who carefully 
wrapped it and presented it to their 
mothers for Mother’s Day.

8 have been identified.  
 
The program will commence next 
term for Year 8 students and will be 
conducted in Term 4 for Year 7 
students. Students will have an 
alternative timetable for six periods 
per cycle and will work on a project 
based activity incorporating literacy, 
numeracy, information technology 
and visual arts. Parents will be 
notified by letter if their child has 
been selected to participate in this 
program and will have the 
opportunity to withdraw their child if 

they wish. The idea of the program is 
to provide opportunities for these 
students to extend their expertise in a 
range of areas and to be challenged to 
“think outside the square” to find 
solutions to a given problem.
